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LIFE SKETCH OF SHRI ASHOK GEHLOT 

 Born on 3rd May 1951 at Late Lachman Singh Gehlot's house 
in Jodhpur, Shri Ashok Gehlot has been active in politics right from 
student life. A Science and Law Graduate, Shri Gehlot holds Post 
Graduate Degree in Economics subject. 

 Shri Gehlot was elected to the Lok Sabha from Jodhpur for the 
first time in 1980. He also represented Jodhpur constituency in the 
7th, 8th, 10th and 11th Lok Sabha. He remained the President of 
Rajasthan Pradesh Congress Committee for three times. He has 
been inducted into the Union Ministry five times. He was made the 
Deputy Minister of Tourism and Civil Aviation in the Ministry of 
Mrs. Indira Gandhi first time from 2nd September 1982. He was 
again given the charge of Deputy Minister of Tourism and Civil 
Aviation from 7th February 1984 to October 31st, 1984. He was 
made Deputy Minister for Sports again from 12th November 1984 to 
December 31st 1984. Shri Gehlot was appointed as the State 
Minister for Tourism and Civil Aviation, when Rajiv Gandhi 
became the Prime Minister in December 1984 and held this charge 
till 26th September 1985.  

 Shri Gehlot also held the charge of Minister of Home and 
PHED Minister, Government of Rajasthan from June 1989 to 
November 1989. Shri Gehlot was again inducted into Union 
Ministry in 1991 & was made the Minister State for Textiles 
(Independent Charge) from 21st June 1991 to 18th January, 1993. 

 He also represented India abroad and has been member in 
various delegations sent to foreign countries. He visited China, 
Bulgaria, Bangladesh, Ireland, Frankfurt, U.S.A., Canada, Hong 
Kong, U.K., Italy, Dubai & France. He had been the leader of the 
Indian delegation of Common Wealth Youth Affairs Council in 
Cyprus. 
 Shri Gehlot has also been the member of various committees 
of Lok Sabha. He had been a member of Public Accounts 
C o m m i t t e e  ( 1 9 8 0 - 8 2 ) ,  C o n s u l t a t i v e  C o m m i t t e e  o n 
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Communication (10th Lok Sabha), Standing Committee on 
Railways (10 &11th Lok Sabha) and Consultative Committee on 
External affairs (11th Lok Sabha). 

 Shri Gehlot also held the post of State President of the 
National Students Union of India from 1974 to 1979.  

 He was made  the National General Secretary of Indian 
National Congress in 2004. He was given the charge of Delhi & 
Congress Seva Dal. Shri Gehlot is also the special invited member 
of Indian National Congress Executive Committee. He had also 
been the Incharge of Himachal Pradesh & Chattisgarh from January 
2004 to July 2004. 

 Shri Gehlot was elected from Sardarpura Vidhan Sabha 
Legislative Constituency (Jodhpur) in February, 1999 for the 11th 
Vidhan Sabha. He has been continuously elected from the same 
constituency for the 12th and 13th Vidhan Sabha. 

 Shri Gehlot has also a keen interest in social service. He 
worked in Bangladesh refugee's camp during liberation war of 
Bangladesh in 1971 and also contributed in the extension of adult 
education through Nehru Yuva Kendra. He worked for Slum and 
Jhuggi area development and participated in Camps organised by 
Gandhi Peace Foundation at Seva Gram Aurangabad, Indore etc. 
Shri Gehlot has also been actively associated Kumar Sahitiya 
Parishad and Rajiv Gandhi Memorial Book Bank, Jodhpur. He has 
special interest in public service, Magic and Tourism.  

 Shri Gehlot had been elected as the leader of Congress 
Legislative Party on November 30, 1998. He remained the Chief 
Minister of Rajasthan from 1st December, 1998 to 7th December, 
2003. 

 Shri Gehlot has been again elected as the leader of Congress 
Legislative Party on 11th December, 2008. 
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
